The headquarters
are open at 2.00 pm till 4.30 pm & 7.30 pm till
10.30 pm on Monday and Wednesdays and 7.30
pm till 930 pm on Thursdays, with the
exception of Bank Holidays.

In addition to our openings during the week, the
Society has a more formal ‘Monthly Meeting',
which is held on the second Friday evening of
the month at 7.30pm. In case of last minute
changes details can be found in ‘the Link’ the
society journa and aso on the mmrs.co.uk
website.  We have a programme of talks,
demonstrations of modelling techniques and film
shows geared to the interests of railway
modellers and enthusiasts for the monthly
meetings.
